A l l N a v a l uniforms demand respect and this respect can 
only be ensured through neatness, cleanliness, and ashore or 
afloat, you are a lways part of H i s Majesty 's N a v a l Service. 

Primarily For Training 
H . M . C . S . Naden is p r i m a r i l y a N a v a l T r a i n i n g base, and 

as the majori ty of rat ings realize, the f irst th ing that a recruit 
has to undergo before proceeding w i t h his professional train­
ing , is a d isc ipl inary course. This is to develop his bearing. 
Coupled w i t h this is a greater emphasis on dress because once 
a ra t ing is taught how to w a l k correctly, he should know how 
to dress correctly. 

Once a ra t ing has completed his p re l iminary courses, he is 
expected to realize the importance of both bearing and dress 
and is subject to check on board, before going ashore and on 
shore. Thus when a ra t ing is improper ly dressed, i t does not 
reflect so much on his branch and his Div i s iona l Officer as 
upon the N a v a l Service of wh ich he, is a part . 

It is a lways w e l l to remember that our basic job is to pro­
tect a country wihch can have very l i t t le fa i th i n us, i f we 
persist in looking slovenly and poorly disciplined, as our dress 
and bearing reflect our efficiency.

A l l Injuries Give 
Rise to Shock 

Almost all injuries received in naval action give rise to 
shock. 

A condition caused by serious disturbance of the action 
of the heart and circulation with interference of the function 
of the brain. 

The depression of the vital activities is more severe when 
a wound is caused by crushing or tearing, much loss of blood, 
extensive burns, fractures or exposure to cold or wet. 

A n y injury, par t icular ly e x - ^ — 
tensive burns and wounds caused 

Round

by tearing, may result i n death 
f rom shock alone. 

W h e n a person is i n a state of 
shock the nervous system is dis­
turbed, w i t h a consequent f a l l i n 
blood pressure. The circulat ion 
is interfered wi th , the blood col­
lecting i n the large blood vessels 
of the abdomen, the blood there­
b y is drained f rom the brain. 

The efficient f irst aider may 
recognize the onset of this condi­
t ion by keeping a watchful eye 
for the fol lowing signals: 

The patient's face and l ips 
pale, the sk in is cold and c lammy. 
The patient is restless, breath­
i n g rap id and shal low and the 
patient complains of great thirst . 

The pulse is weak and fast and 
the patient may vomit . 

These warnings lead to listless-
ness, unconsciousness and may 
end i n death. 

It is important to know that 
a man suffering f rom severe 
shock does not complain of pain. 

Prevent ion of Shock: E v e r y 
severely wounded man must be 
treated for shock, even though 
i ts presence is not apparent. 

(a) Treat the in ju ry qu ick ly 
and efficiently, yet as gently as 
possible. 

(b) L a y the man down w i t h 
his head turned to one side. Keep 
h i m w a r m . 

(c) Give hot drinks of sweet­
ened tea or coffee, except i n in­
jur ies of abdominal organs. 
G I V E N O A L C O H O L . 

(d) Raise the feet. 
(e) Loosen t ight clothing. 
Treatment when shock is pres­

ent: In addition to the above. 
(a) Morphine is essential. Not i ­

fy the officer i n charge of this 
d rug A T O N C E . 

(b) Place hot water bottles 
around the body, being careful 
not to burn the man. 

(c) Speak encouragingly to 
h i m . D o not discuss his inju­
ries. 

(d) Get h i m to a surgeon as 
soon as possible, as transfusion 
m a y be necessary. 

Success of the treatment is in­
dicated by the re turn of color to 
the face, more natural breathing, 
s tronger pulse, and re turn to a 
more cheerful state of mind. 

When preparations are being 
carr ied out to receive survivors 
o r injured men aboard, blankets 
must be warmed in the oven of 
the galley and kept i n readiness 
for the patients.

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Rev. Wood Goes Back 
Long Way in Re view 

An interview with The Rev. 
A. B. W. Wood, R.C.N., Senior 
Chaplain (R.C), West Coast. 

The R . C. Chapla in of 
H . M . C . S . "Naden ' has been as-
ifcciated w i t h the N a v a l Bar­
racks since late i n 1924 and has 
thus served a l l the command­
ing officers of this establish­
ment. This , however, was not 
his f irst contact w i t h the build­
ings of the Bar racks . 

I n the au tumn of 1919 on re­
tu rn ing f rom service overseas 
w i t h the C . E . F . he was ap­
pointed Chapla in to the M i l i - . 
t a ry Hosp i ta l wh ich then occu­
pied the buildings of Naden I. 
A s the Hosp i t a l was almost i m ­
mediately closed the appoint­
ment was short-lived. 

Between 1915 and 1917 dur­
ing the rectorship of Rev . J . F . 
S i lver at St. Joseph's Church , 
Esquimal t , he frequently of­
ficiated i n that church and 
came i n close contact w i t h the 
Canadian N a v y of those days. 

The or ig ina l St. Joseph's 
C h u r c h was bui l t i n 1858 and 
stood on part of the present 
M u n i c i p a l P a r k . The f i rs t ap­
pearance of the N a v y i n its 
par ish registers is the record of 
the bapt ism of a sai lor on 
H . M . C . S . "Chameleon" i n 1865. 

The wel l -known church on Es­
quimal t R o a d ooposite the 
"Coach and Horses," was buil t 
i n 1870 and enlarged especially 
for the needs of the N a v y and 
A r m y by Fa the r Nico laye i n 
1900. 

R e a r - A d m i r a l A . K . R ickfo rd , 
at that t ime i n command of the 
Paci f ic Sta t ion of the R o y a l 
N a v y , was a member of the 
congregation and interested 
himself very m u c h i n the fur­
n ish ing and decoration o f the 
bui ld ing. 

The A d m i r a l himself present­
ed the statue of the Sacred 
Hear t under his encouragement 
the R . C . personnel of the var­
ious ships on the station were 
responsible for the other artic­
les needed for the complete 
decoration and furn ish ing of 
the church. 

Thus the "Warspi te ," "Graf­
ton," "Phaeton," " A m p h i o n " 
and "Leander" were represent­
ed by the A l t a r , C r u c i f i x and 
Candlest icks, Sanctuary L a m p 
and F o n t i n the old church, 
whi le the ill-fated "Condor" 
was commemorated by the 
marble H o l y W a t e r F o n t at 
the door. A l l these historic 
monuments were careful ly pre­
served i n the new "Queen of 
Peace" Church . 

The old church was bui l t i n 
pre-democratic days and was 
divided into three portions. 
The left-hand w i n g was for 
the Indians and had a separate 
entrance. The right-hand w i n g 
was for the nava l rat ings and 
other m i l i t a ry ranks, and also 
had i ts own entrance. The 
centre por t ion was for naval 
and m i l i t a r y o f f i c e r s and 
civi l ians and was entred by the 
ma in door. 

The front pew was reserved 
for commanding officers and 
was occupied at different t imes 
by R e a r - A d m i r a l A . K . Bick-
ford, R e a r - A d m i r a l W . O. 
Storey, Capta in (afterwards 
Read-Admira l ) W . Hose and 
Commander C. T . Beard. 

The passing of the old church 
was very m u c h regretted by 
t ions; but as a matter of hard 
those who loved its associa-
fact the associations were not 
sufficiently s t rong to main ta in 
had ' to t r i u m p h over sentiment, 
i t and pract ical considerations 

The move to the O ld Esqu i ­
mal t Road was made after con­
sultat ion w i t h both N a v a l and 
M i l i t a r y authorities and was 
considered to provide better 
facili t ies for both services. No­
body anticipated the present 
w a r and the tremendous in­
crease i n the personnel of both 
establishments. 

The old par i sh was also 
served by St. M a r y ' s on L a n g -
ford Street, Vic to r i a West. 
L ieu t , (now Captain) Pay­
master Cossette is s t i l l remem­
bered affectionately by the con­

gregation of that church. The 
beautiful statute of Our L a d y 
that he painted is also pre­
served i n the "Queen of Peace" 
Church . Capt. Cossette i s es­
pecially remembered for the 
i l lustrated lecture on the his­
toric voyage of H M C S "Thiep-
v a l " under the command of 
Lieut , (now Commodore) W . 
J . R . Beech as a supply vessel 
for the round-the-world f l ight 
1024. The lecture was g iven 
of M a j o r Stuar t Mac la ren i n 
i n the Chamber of Commerce 
to a tremendous audience and 
raised a large s u m for the 
benefit of the church. 

The new "Queen of Peace" 
C h u r c h soon buil t up i ts own 
tradi t ion and is especially as­
sociated w i t h the command of 
Captain (now Rear -Admira l ) V . 
G . Brodeur and the par ish 
Men 's C lub . Under the Presi­
dency of A d m i r a l Brodeur this 
C l u b was for a number of 
years a popular feature of R . C . 
social l i fe i n the Esqu ima l t 
N a v a l and M i l i t a r y community. 
The "Queen of Peace" H a l l 
proved i tself invaluable as a 
centre for social gatherings of 
a l l descriptions. 

F o r some years the R . C . sec­
t ion of the N a v a l communi ty 
shrank w i t h the Canadian 
N a v y itself. The Chap la in vis­
ited the Bar racks once a week 
for Divis ions . Divis ions were 
held on what is now the Upper 
Parade Ground and the Captain 
w i t h the C . of E . Chapla in 
stood at the top of the steps 
w i t h the brass ra i ls leading to 
the Quar ter Deck. The R . C . 
Chapla in would occupy steps 
leading f rom the W a r d R o o m 
and his par ty was sometimes 
smal l indeed. However , the 
officers and ra t ings of the 
R . C . N . V . R . here f rom the prai­
ries for the i r t r a in ing some­
t imes produced a surpr is ingly 
large increase. 

Under Commander (now Cap­
tain) J . E . W . Oland a week­
day Mass was established 
every Wednesday morn ing i n 
the old school house. Th i s 
Mass was intended as part of 
the t ra in ing routine for mem­
bers of the R . C . N . V . R . and w i l l 
be remembered by many. 

Poss ib ly t h e outstanding 
event i n the l i fe of the R . C . 
communi ty i n Esqu ima l t was 
the Banquet given i n honour of 
Bishop G . M u r r a y on his ar­
r i v a l i n V i c t o r i a i n M a y , 1929. 
I t was he ld i n the R e x (now 
the Cadet) Theatre and was 
attended by a l l the Command­
ing Officers of a l l the units i n 
E s q u i m a l t at that t ime. A p ­
propriately the N a v a l Com­
manding Officer at that t ime 
was Commander (now Rear-
A d m i r a l ) L . W . M u r r a y , whi le 
also present was Commander 
(E) M u r r a y , R . N . , f rom H . M . S . 
"Colombo" at that t ime v i s i t ing 
i n these waters. 

Or ig ina l ly the N a v y came to 
C h u r c h once a month, on the 
second Sunday. O n the f i rs t 
Sunday the A r m y came, as 
there was not room i n the old 
C h u r c h for both Services to­
gether. 

O n the opening of the new 
"Queen of Peace" C h u r c h the 
custom of church parade every 
Sunday was introduced. A relic 

of the older custom was pre­
served i n having N a v a l Serv­
ers at the H i g h Mass every sec­
ond Sunday. Some of the N a v a l 
Mass Servers did not always 
realize they were serving on 
the al tar directly under , the 
eagle eye of the commanding 
officer. Sad to relate there have 
been instances when young­
sters have only realized i t fu l ly 
dur ing a few days N o . 11 i n 
the course bf the ensuing week. 

The largest naval church 
par ty ever to assemble i n the 
"Queen o i Peace" Church f rom 
the R o y a l Canadian N a v y was 
in 1938 when H M C S Skeena, 
St. Laurent , Sauguenay and 
Fraser were a l l i n Esqu imal t 
together. On that Sunday the 
R . C . par ty marched to church 
headed by the band, the only 
t ime i n history this happened 
in Esquimal t . 

The outstanding personal 
recollections of Fa ther A . B . 
W . Wood are f irst the S i lver 
Jubilee of his Ordinat ion to the 
Priesthood i n December 1937, 
when he was honored by a 
luncheon i n the mess given to» 
himself and his cler ical breth­
ren by the wardroom officers 
and presented w i t h an address 
book contained i n a beautiful 
silver-mounted shell case turn­
ed i n the M . T . E . workshops; 
second privi lege of Consecrat­
ing the K i n g ' s Co lo r at fu l l 
dress parade at the N a v a l Bar­
rack on M a y 29,1939. The Color 
was presented to the West 
Coast N a v a l Establ ishment by 
H i s Majesty i n Beacon H i l l 
P a r k the fol lowing day. 

The outbreak of the w a r 
later on i n 1939 completely 
changed the outlook of the 
R o y a l Canadian N a v y as i t did 
of everyone and everything 
else i n the country. 

The association w i t h the lo­
cal par ish churches soon be­
came impracticable and ar­
rangements were made for the 
conduct of divine service i n the 
Barracks . The break i n the tra­
dit ion cannot but be regretted 
both by members of the serv­
ice and by members of the par­
ish. Nobody knows what the 
future may have i n store; i t 
may be that later on the asso­
ciation w i l l be revived; perhaps 
it belongs entirely to the past. 
It w i l l certainly never be for­
gotten dur ing the l ifet ime of 
those whom it concerns.

Mist swirls about the base 
of the glacial-scarred rocks 
and reaches cold, filmy fingers 
up the shore line to the 
gnarled oaks.
