*Commissions or Warrants, as the case may be, are issued to officers on promotion
to the ranks indicated, and also to commissioned officers from warrant rank on pro-
motion to Lieutenant’s rank.

All Executive Officers of the same denomination shall rank and command accord-
ing to the Order in which their names stand in the official list of the officers of the
Royal Navy, or, when not inserted in the list, according to the dates of their first
commissions, warrants or orders in their existing rank. If only acting in the rank
they shall rank and command after officers holding the corresponding confirmed rank
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and in relation to each other shall rank and command according to the order in
which their names stand in the official list of the officers of the Royal Navy, unless
the Admiralty may otherwise direct. Officers, other than Executive Officers,
shall rank with each other and with Executive officers according to rank and sen-
fority. Officers of the Royal Canadian Navy, Royal Australian Navy anl the New
Zealand Division shall rank and command with officers of the Royal Navy accord-
ing to their rank and seniority in the Dominion Naval Forces.

Relative Rank of the Officers of the Navy, Army and Air Force.

Officers of the Royal Canadian Navy shall take 1elative rank with each other,
rank for rank, according to senio1ity; or in the case of Commodores, date of appoint-
ment. Their relative rank with officers of the Army and Air Force, shall be as laid
down in the following table and shall take effect in the same manner, according to
seniority or date of appointment.

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Nothing contained in these regulations is to be considered as giving a claim to
any Officer of the Navy to assume command of His Majesty’s Land or Air Forces
on shore, nor to any Officer of the Army or Royal Canadian Air Force to assume
command of any of His Majesty’s Ships or of any of the Officers or men thereunto
belonging unless under special authority from the Government of His Majesty.

When Officers of the Navy are employed on shore on joint service with His
Majesty’s Land Forces, their relative rank shall carry with it all the precedence
and advantages, except command, attaching to the rank with which it corresponds,
and shall regulate the choice of quarters, rates of lodging money, servants, forage,
fuel and light or allowances in their stead.

Lieutenant Commanders and Lieutenants R.C.N.R., holding qualified status
(distinguished in the seniority lists in the Navy list by the symbol @), rank with
Officers of the Royal Navy of corresponding rank according to their dates of seniority.

Officers of the Royal Canadian Naval Reserve and Royal Canadian Naval
Volunteer Reserve, rank with but after Officers of the Royal Canadian Navy
of corresponding rank, in the order here given,e.g., Lieutenants R.C.N. rank before
Lieutenants R.C.N.R., who rank before Lieutenants R.C.N.V.R., Lieutenants
R.C.N.V.R. rank before Sub-Lieutenants R.C.N., whatever their seniority may be.

Officers holding acting rank, rank immediately after the officers holding the same

confirmed rank in the same service, e.g., acting Lieutenants R.C.N. rank after
ieutenants R.C.N. (confirmed) but before Lieutenants R.C.N.R. (confirmed).
